USEFUL INTERNET ADDRESSES 

Swine Flu 
Influenza (flu’) is an infectious illness caused 
by a virus. It is contagious and easily spread. 
Symptoms include high temperatures, aching 
limbs and respiratory problems  
 
Should we worry? 
The health care available these days com-
pared to that available during previous epi-
demics is very different. Hygiene in general, 
the cleanliness of the environmental, the 
medicine available are all much better now. 
 
How can you catch this type of flu? 
As the flu virus affects humans, it is transmit-
ted in the same way as an ordinary flu virus 
through contact between people, for exam-
ple by coughing or sneezing.  
 
What symptoms do you have with swine flu? 
In general the symptoms are the same as with 
ordinary flu. (A temperature, respiratory 
problems, a cough, diarrhoea and generally 
not feeling well). 
 
Advice on how to avoid catching swine flu. 
The best defence is to be in good health and 
to have a strong immune system. Both of 
which are obtained through healthy life hab-
its, such as a balanced diet and regular physi-
cal exercise. Avoiding smoking and other un-
healthy habits also helps to maintain a good 
level of health. 
 
A series of adequate measures of hygiene 
help to avoid the transmission of certain ill-
nesses, like both swine flu and ordinary flu. 
 
Cover your mouth and nose when coughing or 
sneezing and use throwaway tissues when 
blowing your nose.  
 
Avoid touching your mouth or eyes with your 
hands and wash your hands afterwards. Regu-
larly washing your hands can prevent a multi-
tude of illnesses which are transmitted in this 
way. 
 
In places where a large number of people are 
together, or in jobs working face to face with 
the public, take especial care with these 
measures.

Before Granada was taken by the 
Catholic Monarchs (2nd January 
1492), Boabdil made an agreement 
with them on 25th No-
vember 1491, over the 
capitulation and 
achieved very favourable 
conditions for the Mus-
lims from the Castilians. 
However, once in Gra-
nada, the Monarchs tried 
to convert all the re-
maining Muslims to Ca-
tholicism, first through 
peaceful methods and 
then by more drastic 
ones. 
 
In Cómpeta, as happened in the 
rest of the Kingdom of Granada, 
the Muslims were gradually con-

verted although they continued to 
practice their own religion in pri-
vate. 

 
The uprising in 1500 in 
Albaicin was a result of 
this pressure to convert 
and was violently re-
pressed by the Count of 
Tendilla. 
 
The Decree (“La Prag-
matica”) passed in 1502, 
declared null and void 
the agreements reached 
with Boabdil and the Mus-
lims were forced to con-

vert to Christianity to avoid being 
expelled.  
 
Finally, in 1567, Felipe II passed a

Decree which expressly forbid the 
use of the Arab language, their 
costumes and their ceremonies. 
This, together with the economic 
crisis due mainly to the decline in 
the silk industry, led to the Alpu-
jarras uprising in 1568, led by the 
Moor, Fernando of Cordoba and 
Valor, known by his Arab name, 
Abén Humeya. 
 
In April 1569, the Moor Almueden, 
came to Cómpeta via Canillas de 
Aceituno with the aim of recuing 
his wife, who was the slave of an 
old Christian, (the name given to 
those who weren’t converted Mus-
lims). This event was the spark 
that caused the Moors of Ben-
tomist to join the uprising.

pruning the vines, and 
build a bonfire 
(“lumbre”) in honour of 
the Virgin Mary.  
 
It’s a family festival, carried out 
around the bonfire when it is tra-
ditional to drink anis and to eat 
roasted peanuts. In olden days, 
these victuals would have been 
obtained by exchanging a certain 
amount of the products from the 
harvest, following the age old con-
cept of barter. 
 
Some see in this 
ritual an invocation 
to the sun to keep 
shining on the rai-
sin drying beds 
(“paseros”) until 

After finishing the first cropping of 
the vines and when the grapes 
spread out to dry are just begin-
ning to turn brown, September’s 
festival arrives. This is another 
agricultural festival linked specifi-
cally to the harvesting of the 
grapes. It has been celebrated on 
the farms around Cómpeta for 
time immemorial and is called “La 
Noche de las Lumbres” (The Night 
of the Fires) 
 
The day before the festival, or 
even on the same night, the in-
habitants of the cortijos (houses in 
the country) collect all the old and 
broken bits and pieces which 
aren’t any use any more; things 
like boxes, baskets and planks, 
together with the off-cuts from 

the cycle is finished.  
 
On the other hand, 

what the Church celebrates on this 
day is the birth of the Virgin Mary, 
as she is the door through which 
the light of Jesus Christ arrived in 
the world. Those with a good 
imagination, claim to see her im-
age in the flames, which signifies a 
good harvest. 
 
Burning the old useless things 
helps to clear the houses ready for 

the next year and at 
the same time 
serves as a rite of 
purification.
